Star Watch Rules

  No campfires of any kind are allowed during Star Watch. If you want a campfire, come a few days early or stay a few days after Star Watch. Be sure to check with the forest service Rangers to see if campfires are even permitted. Grills and portable stoves are permitted for cooking.

  When driving, keep your speed under 10 mph. This avoids dust and gives people a chance to get out of the way if you don’t see them.

  Use only red flashlights and keep them pointed down as best you can. We realize the need for Illuminating setting circles and checking equipment, charts, etc.

  If you must use a white light (or open a car door for example) then shout out a warning to your neighbors so they can close their shutters and eyes.

  Nothing ruins a good time as fast as a rowdy drunk. Use alcohol in moderation.
  If you must play music, keep the volume down 

or use headphones. At the very least, make sure the other people around you have the same taste in music.

Concessions stand rules.

  Leave a donation if you can, donations keep the concession stand open. Donations are not required but your help is appreciated.

  Supervise you children. We have caught children in the act of filling their pockets with concession stand goodies and walking away. Naturally, this deprives other people from having any and we run out of supplies sooner. We do not go to town to re-supply the concession stand. (Particularly at $3.00+ a gallon)

  If you make a mess, please try to clean it up. We have trashcans and napkins available, we are sure you can find some water. Please don’t litter and help us keep it clean. (Remember the smell of the goodies can draw bears!)
